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     The big news around Prop-Liners is the arrival of a donated Convair 440, N323CF, from Four Star Aviation in Puerto Rico.  The aircraft is currently undergoing
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a thorough inspection by our friends at TransFlorida Airlines in Daytona, FL, as are the associated logs that came with it.  The addition of this donated aircraft to Prop-Liners gives us the ability to sell it or trade it, or even fly it, to benefit the organization.  Ultimately, we

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Navy Convair R4Y-1 Samaritan (Convair model 340), BuNo. 140998, arrived at AMARC in April 1981.  This aircraft was to be sold to a civilian operator as N5249W, but the sale fell through and here this old transport remains.

     The T-29/C-131 series of aircraft was one of the military's many cost saving examples for its utility and transport needs. The first T-29 military Convair 240 Convair-Liner was accepted March 8, 1950, and the first C-131 was delivered in 1954. Military production eventually eclipsed civil production with the last Convair-Liner being a military Canadair CL-66B. A total of 472 military Convair-Liners were built. Today the Convair-Liner continues to fly on both civilian and military rosters, attesting to its reliability throughout the years. Some were used as navigation trainers, others as transports.

     The T-29 "Flying Classroom" aircraft was used by the Air Force for navigator training, having individual stations and instruments for each of the 10 students who would take turns navigating the aircraft. The Navy used the T-29 “Seastars” [the C-131F variant initially designated R4Y-1] to train student aviators in basic instrument flying. The current T-43 replaced the T-29 for training navigators.
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	want our 240, N1022C to fly, and this 440 may be just the ticket to getting the money – always a problematic issue – to complete its restoration to flying status.  Stay tuned!  As a reminder, our 240 flew with Mohawk airlines for a time and still retains the original Mohawk interior.
